So far our stables have been subjected to kicking,
rubbing and chewing but have stood the test of time
well. A maintenance coat of wood preservative stain
brings them up well. Customers who wish to view
examples of our stables normally get to see working
yards that we have installed in their area, giving
them a chance to see clearly for themselves how
they stand the test of time and how well built they
are. New unused stables always look good!

As time has gone on, we have made many small
adjustments to our stables. Using them on an
everyday basis has given us a unique opportunity to
fine tune them, thus ensuring that our customers get
a well built, problem free, well designed stable for
themselves and their horse(s).

Features
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Pictures of the features we as horse owners feel are important.

Up rated purlins in our standard stables so that a horse
has less chance of hitting its head if it tries to rear.

Shiplap weather boarding to the rear of stables
overlapping the brick course designed to help stop
rain running down the outside wall and blowing into
the stable.

Pony doors — We can make bespoke split doors for
your pony.

Treated panels inside — many only treat the outside!

These are just a few examples of why Chapelstone
stables and buildings are better than many others on
the market today.

Anti chew strips and lined top door opening

Proper kickboards, stronger than ply or stock board
which is easily replaced.

T . . -
Roof overhang lining — this protects the roof from
lifting in strong winds and wind chill in the winter




Field Shelters and Mobile Stables 12

Choose from our standard units or allow us to custom build to your requirements

Field Shelters

Our standard units are built to a similar specification as
our stables, but do not have roof overhang. They are
lined with ply to 1.2m high instead of kickboards. This
is because they are mobile units which can be moved.
The ply being solid helps stop the buildings move when
they are being towed. Of course, they can still be
overboarded with wooden plank kickboards if required.

Mobile Stables
and Combo Units

As planning* is sometimes an issue, or if your horse

is on a rented field, a good option is a mobile stable
unit. Built as our stables, but again with ply instead

of wooden plank kickboards, they are a robust unit
complete with lined roof overhang and have proved
very popular. Our combination units have an open barn
or field shelter with stable next to them.

Again we custom build a unit to your requirements.

All our mobile units are built on heavy duty wooden
skids with metal towing eyes to the front.

* Please check with your local planning office prior to purchasing
mobile units as they may still need planning permission.

In addition to our normal range of stable buildings we also accommodate bespoke builds
with traditional roofs such as slate.

We also do roofs that have a
traditional look using light weight tiles that look like
traditional tiles, but are actually made of a coated metal
(MetroTile). This service is particularly helpful to people
who live in areas where planners insist on a traditional
look or for the more discerning clients who prefer a
traditional looking stable.

They are
“bobbled” on top and grooved underneath and make
an excellent addition to your stables, they save on
bedding and are up to 30% warmer for your horse than
lying on bedding that is laid directly onto a concrete
floor.
